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POWSs on Maryland Farms Talk is a

Big Success

On Sunday, April 7, 2024, the Friends hosted
Emma Satterfield who talked about the use of
prisoners of war (POWSs) on Maryland Farms to
assist in providing agricultural labor as part of the
Emergency Farm Labor Supply Program.

Emma is a doctoral student in Anthropology at the
University of Maryland. She served as a graduate
assistant with Anne Arundel County last year and is
currently serving as a graduate intern with the Anne
Arundel County Cultural Resources Division.
Emma has done extensive research on this subject
and has published a report on her findings.

The talk was held in Harvest Hall, to a packed room
of about 70 people. Emma held the crowd’s interest
as she shared her knowledge about and how the
POWSs were treated in the U.S. and were used to
assist where labor was needed due to the manpower
shortages during WWII.

She completed her presentation talking specifically
about the use of POWSs on the Kinder family farm.
Then there was a robust question and answer
period, which included some memory sharing with
the Kinder family members that were present.

Barb Buchleitner concluded the talk by thanking
Emma and announcing that the Friends were in the
process of planning another speaker event for the
Fall.

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Apprentice Garden, Spring 2024

The Apprentice Garden at Kinder Farm Park is a
program organized by the University of Maryland
Extension Master Gardeners. It occupies two of the
Community Garden spaces and is dedicated to
teaching families with children to grow their own
produce organically.

Eight families are recruited each year to join the
season-long program. Families have their own
personal garden space where they can plant
vegetables of their choosing, and everyone shares in
the common garden areas. From April through
September, Master Gardeners and the families meet
every Wednesday at 6:30PM to plan, plant, weed,
water, de-bug, fret over, learn much and harvest
their own garden-grown vegetables, fruits and
herbs.

At the beglnnlng of sprlng, the Apprentice Garden
® was still sleeping under a
cover crop of crimson
clover and straw. In late
March, Master Gardeners
| planted cool weather crops
in the common areas of
the Apprentice Garden,
including potatoes,
lettuces, and chard.
Rosemary, sage, thyme
and lavender survived the
winter in our “Mediterranean garden”. Mint is

In the “Strawberry Corner,” the potatoes were
planted “behind” a large strawberry pot and the
strawberry runners planted earlier this spring.

Master Gardeners will tend these early crops, and
we will assist our Apprentlce Garden families with
e =z planning their garden
spaces and planting
and tending crops of
their choice in April
and May. Master
Gardeners will add
squash, cucumber,
beans, tomatoes, and
peppers to the
common area garden
spaces after the

gl danger of frost in
e mid-May.

8 Sunflowers,
marlgolds zinnias, and other pollinator-friendly
flowers will be planted in the back corner of the
garden to attract bees, wasps, butterflies, and other
beneficial bugs.

Each season, low-till gardening techniques are used;
no pesticides or herbicides are applied; Leaf-gro is
used at planting, and organic fertilizer is applied
monthly. In the fall, the garden spaces were planted
with a cover crop of crimson clover to improve the
soil and to prevent winter weeds from growing. If
you peek over the fence, most of the garden spaces
are cleared and portions are planted; the cover crop
is still growing in some areas. It will be removed
and composted as we get ready for planting spring
vegetables. The walkways were covered with
newspaper and topped with straw to prevent weeds.

You are welcome to stop by the Apprentice Garden
any Wednesday evening, when the program is re-
opened, and bring your questions.

This photograph was entered in the 2023 Life in the
Park Photo Competition by Mirjam Spaar. Obviously
from Mirjam’s description below it was more than just
another pretty picture. Thank you for allowing me to
share this.

The initial information below accompanied Mirjam’s
entry late last year when | requested her permission to
include it in this newsletter once the photo contest was
over. The afterword is additional information that she
shared when | asked her to review the article.

This photo was taken on the Blueberry Trail, on
November 17, 2023, between the perimeter trail and
the barns — I think a little past the place where there
were some gardens growing earlier in the year. |
thought I had photographed two different plants but
found out through PL@ntnet that they were both the
same. At closer analysis of one of my photos, |
could see both Pokeberry shapes growing on the
same bush, so this sent me searching. As Matthaei
Botanical Gardens says, "once seen, it is never
mistaken for anything else."”

Somehow, | knew it was poisonous, but after going
through several sites, | found out it has been used
for ink and dye, as well as for Dolly Parton's lip
stain. After boiling the shoots, they can actually be
edible. It is used to make a Poke Salad, a delicacy
in the South. 1 won't try that. We'll leave that up to
the chefs who know what they're doing.

| learned how to grow and care for Pokeberry and
how it can easily spread with the help of birds, so |
appreciate the fact that I can enjoy it where it
thrives in Kinder Park, because it's not something |
would be able to successfully plant and control.

The one thing that | was looking for, but couldn't
find, was whether the round berries that are similar

looking to blueberries are the first stage or if the
berries that look like the ones in my photo come
first. Or do they both grow at the same time as
different parts of the bush? I'll ask the staff next
time | visit the park. Whatever the answer may be,
| just know that I can enjoy the beauty of this
fascinating plant.

Afterword: ...So now I'm assured and OK with my
identification. 1 did find out that white flowers
come first, then the pumpkin looking berry grows
from the center of the flower. Then it plumps up
into the berries. All three phases can be present at
the same time, but by November, when the photo
was taken, there were no flowers left. | also
realized how intricate a process is necessary to
make the berries edible and that it should be left up
to those that are well experienced...
